KIRF: I know the 8 times table (x and +)

A times table is a list of multiples of the given number. They are very important for many calculations. This
half term, the children will be learning their 8 times tables including the division facts.

Questions to ask at home

What is 8 multiplied by 7?
What is 9 times 8?
What is 32 divided by 8?

Key vocabulary

8 multiplied by 3 is equal to 24

2 times 8 and 8 times 2 are equivalent
32 shared by 4 is equal to 8

40 divided by 8 equals 5

Things to try

Chants- Practice chanting the times table.

Double your 4’s — Multiplying a number by 8 is like multiplying by 4 and then
doubling. 8x4=32 so double 32=64, therefore 8x8=64

Five Six Seven Eight — fifty six is seven times eight (56=7x8)
